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The Drew Smith Memorial Scholarship
Guidelines
During his thirteen-year turf management career, Drew Smith worked as an Assistant Superintendent and Superintendent at numerous golf courses on the Eastern Shore. His love for all aspects of golf inspired Drew to volunteer his time and expertise at tournaments throughout the United States and the Scottish Open in Loch Lomond, Scotland. On February 16, 2003, while volunteering for the Nissan Open in Pacific Palisades, California, Drew unexpectedly passed away from a heart ailment. This scholarship was established by Drew’s friends, family, and colleagues to assist a turf management student who exhibits Drew’s passion for and commitment to the golf industry.

A. Choice of School:  Accredited four-year or two-year college/university, with a turf management or related program.  

B. Who May Apply:  Individuals who reside in the Eastern Shore counties of Maryland, Virginia, or Delaware who have been accepted for admission as a part-time or full-time student pursuing a degree in turf management or related program with the intention of working in golf course turf management.
C. Considerations: Applicants must have a reputation of good character and demonstrate a passion for and commitment to succeed in a turf management program and the golf course industry. Preference will be given to applicants with golf industry work experience, financial need, and members of the Eastern Shore Golf Course Superintendents Association (ESGCSA) or their staff.
D. Nature of Award:  The amount of the award will be a minimum of $2,000 for one academic year. Recipients from previous years may reapply for this scholarship.
E. How to Apply:  Applications are available the Eastern Shore Association of Golf Course Superintendents website and CFES.org. Completed applications must be received by April 1st to be eligible for consideration. An application is complete, and considered for a scholarship award, only when the following have been submitted:

1. A completed scholarship application
2. Official transcript of grades to date (if applicant is currently enrolled in college/university) 
3. Letter of acceptance from a college or university
4. One letter of recommendation from a golf course superintendent or supervisor where the applicant has been employed.
5. A list of work experience, preferably in the golf industry, including the location and supervisor’s contact information

6. A typed essay in 500 words or less, written by the applicant, that explains why you want to be a golf course superintendent and what you have done to prepare for this goal.
